How to participate ?
-  you must have a sustainable development project based on water and / or the environment or be willing to take part in someone else’s such project. 
- you must assemble a team of at least 3 cyclists plus one car driver for relays. The team’s cyclists will share the kilometres to be trekked on a daily basis, the aim being that each team as a whole, and not each member, should have cycled the predefined amount of kilometres. 

- you must collect a certain amount of money from sponsors (1km = 1 euro), of which a minimum of 90% will be handed over to the leader of the project. 

- you must attend the meetings and group activities that will be set up along the way by the support committee. 

- you must attend or be represented at the prologue in Profondeville on Saturday, June 25th, 2011. It will allow you to meet up with everybody, get the most recent updates, get familiar with the projects and go for a trial trek with your team along the Meuse River.

- you must accept the interior regulations and respect the steering committee’s decisions as regards stopover locations, routes, and last minute alterations (in case of impassable road or bad weather, etc)

How the trek will unfold

Delta60-2011 will be launched on Monday, July 25th, from the House of Europe in Vama (Romania). 

The participants will be expected from Sunday 24th. 
The trek will finish in Lazarea on Saturday, August 6th in the afternoon. With the party on the evening of August 5th, the general debriefing and Saturday morning’s closing ceremony, we will all be able to acknowledge what this unique experience will have enriched us with.  

On Saturday afternoon, the members of the Lazarea---Trois-Ponts(B) partnership will show you around the treasures of their dear village. 

Other tours and ethical encounters are planned along the way (such as a seminar on water accessibility and management in Vama ; the project of sharing the Marginea potters’ know-how with Niger women; the little cyclists of the Onesti “casa de copii”, etc)

There will be a lot to discover, to feel and many people to meet as we cross two Moldavian departments, mainly along the Prut River. A passport with a validity period of more than 6 months is required but no visa is necessary. 
The local heritage to be discovered along the way will be pointed out ( convents, the Bicaz Gorges, etc) and each team will make time so that those who want to visit can, nevertheless respecting the contract of the total of kilometres to be cycled. 

All the information above will be transmitted on paper to all participants and commented upon in daily briefings for all to take part in. 
It might seem very down-to-earth, but…

Delta60 favours camping but also offers the possiblity of staying as a paying guest or even in small places when needed. Hotels will really be a last resort. Anyone can choose their preferred formula or even mix types of accommodation but they should state their choice upon subscription. 
The Delta60 team will “only” provide the frame for a group project that will grow from everybody’s input as the months of preparation and the trek days go by…
